
[bookmark: _GoBack]BRENTWOOD CONSERVATION COMMISSION 
Meeting of January 8, 2020

Members in attendance:  Heather Dudley-Tatman, Heather Gilbert, Bob Glowacky, Emily Schmalzer, Rob Wofchuck

Meeting convened at 6:59 PM

Wofchuck moved the December 11, 2019 minutes, Glowacky seconded.  Wrighton noted that the vote for the Site Plan presentation for Q, LLC should be 5 to 2.   Shipley moved the December 11, 2019 minutes as amended, Wofchuck seconded and the motion passed. 

Shipley presented the contract she received from SELTNH for 2020.  The contract was prepared for easement monitoring for the 10 easements at a cost not to exceed $3,500 and $1,000 to provide open space consulting services.  The commission discussed.  Wrighton stated for the record that she objects to the contract.  Gilbert moves to approve the contract, and Schmalzer seconds.  Upon further discussion, Gilbert withdraws motion.   Gilbert moves to have Shipley request and approve a contract for the following:  for monitoring 10 easements for $2,136 consistent with the previously prepared estimate, providing additional easement support as requested for $1,364, and providing open space support as requested for $1,000.  Glowacky seconds and the motion passes.   Wofchuck abstains.

Shipley distributed a copy of the warrant article from 2019 town meeting for the conservation easement.   She said that the appraisal was not complete but should be done shortly.  SELTNH said that they could develop a plan for the easement one the appraisal is complete.   As the warrant articles are due February 4, she suggested having a meeting on January 15 at 7pm for the purpose of discussing the warrant article.  The commission discussed and most members stated they could attend the meeting.   

Wofchuck stated that he emailed the town’s wetlands ordinance and the Land Use chapter of the Master Plan.  He stated that these are the foundation of our decision making when reviewing site plan presentations, encouraged members to review, and stated that these could be discussed at future meetings.  He also provided a copy of a memo to the planning board from the Town Planner, Glenn Greenwood, that indicated that the Q, LLC plan needs to be significantly re-designed based on incorrect buffer widths and multiple incursions into the buffers.  

Shipley asked for a volunteer to write the submission for the Town Report.  Schmalzer said she would do it again this year.  Stephens said he would provide support.  The submission is due February 3, 2020.

Shipley asked for articles for the Brentwood Newsletter.  An article on the upcoming easement that the commission will be submitting a warrant article for should be submitted for the February Newsletter.  Wofchuck volunteered.  Dudley-Tatman will prepare an article for the Roadside Cleanup.  Volunteers will be need for future newsletter articles.

Wofchuck presented bills:

1. Bill for $325 for the NH Association of Conservation Commissions 2020 annual dues to be paid from the budget.  Glowacky moved to pay the bill, Shipley seconded and the motion passed.
2. Bill for $200 for ESRLAC 2020 annual dues to be paid from the budget.  Glowacky moved to pay the bill, Shipley seconded and the motion passed.
3. Bill for $645 for RCCD for annual inspection of the Exeter River water quality structures, to be paid from the ARM grant reserve funds in the conservation fund.  Gilbert moved to pay bill, Glowacky seconded and the motion passed.
4. Bill for $6,455.17 from SELTNH.  Wofchuck suggested the following allocation:
a. $2,638.98 from the 2019 budget for audit
b. $2,398.13 from the 2019 budget for easement monitoring
c. $1,418.56 from the conservation fund.
Glowacky moved to pay bills as suggested by Wofchuck, Gilbert seconded and the motion passed.
  
Shipley asked about scheduling the 2020 Roadside Cleanup.  April 18, 2020 was the date decided on.  Dudley-Tatman will coordinate the cleanup event.

Shipley reviewed the Permit Application changes and the NHDES suggestion to have an appointed person to review and approve permit applications due to shortened deadline (now 14 days) for intervention by Conservation Commission.  Schmalzer moved to have Shipley be the person to review permit applications.  Wofchuck seconded and the motion passed.  The commission discussed, and the consensus was that the commission should request the full review period for all permit applications, so that they may all be reviewed at a conservation commission meeting.

Wrighton asked for lists of easements to be monitored.  Wofchuck will provide what he has.
  
Gilbert moved to adjourn, Glowacky seconded and the motion passed. The meeting adjourned at 8:42PM.
